Cave of the Grand Dukes

At Bagni di Pisa beauty is a source of wellness. The thermal pools and baths are
set among the pilasters and the arches of the Grand Duke’s palace, and the end
result is a setting that can justifiably be called magnificent.

Bagni di Pisa offers the very best of these practices that come from different
cultures and far-off worlds and eras. Hot oils, powerful, skilful hands, and lively
spa water work together for guests, creating an emotional dimension where
wellness and regeneration reign supreme.

A small passage carved into the stone centuries ago by hand, with a hammer
and chisel. This is the Cave of the Grand Dukes, a magical place of quietude,
where body and emotions are attended to in the natural warmth. It is a warm,
humid natural environment, a thermal steam bath that balances body and mind,
regulates blood pressure, and helps eliminate toxins. The warmth, the steam
and the beneficial thermal substances reduce inflammatory reactions, relax
every muscle and naturally open up the airways.

Bagni di Levante. Bagni di Levante is a magical place: carefully restored,
they are dedicated to the regenerating power of thermal water, which
takes care of the body, the mind, and the emotional sphere. Immersing
yourself in water with its natural heat is the simplest and most ancient
regenerating treatment.
Bioaquam® is a revitalising water experience that takes place in a
spectacular central pool.The thermal water, with its precious natural
elements, is slightly warmer than body temperature and comes directly
from the springs, with its heat originating from the depths of the
Earth.Beneath the illuminated eighteenth-century arches, you can enjoy



various water jets that relax, relieve tension, and stimulate circulation,
providing a therapeutic experience for complete well-being.
Bagno di Mercurio - dedicated to the beneficial power of sea salt where,
you immerse yourself in water with a high salt concentration, which has a
strong buoyancy and gives the sensation of floating in the absence of
gravity. It is a magical experience, which gives moments of intense
relaxation.
Bagno di Minerva is a 35°C freshwater bath, enriched with underwater
jets. The benefits of the thermal water, its precious elements and its
warmth are enhanced by the massage, with healing effects on the
circulatory and musculoskeletal system and a delightful energising effect.
Outdoor swimming pool. The outdoor swimming pool of Bagni di Pisa
welcomes you on the terrace of Bagni di Ponente. All around is the
greenery of the park, under the bright Tuscan sky. The thermal water
comes directly from the source, with its relaxing warmth and the
regenerating power of its precious elements. Underwater, the massaging
jets dissolve tensions and stress, with a beneficial action for the circulation
and for the muscular and skeletal system.
